For the September 2011 intake the deadline is Monday 27 June 2011.

For the January 2012 intake the deadline is Friday 18 November 2011.

All scholarships applications received by this date will be considered.

Successful candidates will be notified no later than two weeks after the deadline has
closed. All other scholarship applications will be retained for further consideration.

*Payment of the first instalment of the Foundation Scholarship, in the form of a fee discount, will be made only to successful scholarship
applicants who have paid their full tuition fees at least 4 week before the start date of the Foundation Programme (Monday 29 August 2011
and Wednesday 8 December 2011). The remaining instalment will be discounted from the university’s Year 1 tuition fees upon successful
completion of the first semester of study on an undergraduate degree programme at Queen’s University Belfast. Please note, this
scholarship deduction will not exceed the INTO Queen’s/Queen’s University tuition fees and cannot be used in conjunction with any other
